I saw….
Film w/ Spanish sub titles; teacher stopped and asked 15 to 20 questions relating events to the depression. Raised  hands to respond-wait time used.

Use of graphic org.
Students all have a work sheet.

Some have calculators.

Posters on walls are of student work/projects that reflect math concepts

Some students engaged in test/ some writing.

Teacher responds to specific question an then checks to see if her answer addressed the student’s question.

Think Aloud/ Call and Response.

20 students talking/4 students working on assignments from another class.

4 AVID tutors/ 1 Res.Aide
Math symbols on the wall.

Math problems on the over head.  Students working on vocabulary from another class.  Three students copying work from other students.  Most students q/math problem in front of them.
I heard students…

Students respond to several questions that reveal understanding of 1920/Depression facts and character development

Student asking specific questions.  Teacher and students work through a math problem

Students respond randomly to questions posed by teacher.

Students chatting with one another.

Students ask questions about how to take the test.  Test: Section quiz.

Students asking each other for paper.  1-2 students asking teacher a specific question at the front of the room.

I wonder….

How many students utilize the Spanish subtitles.

Students w/o calculators- how do they fair in the class and can the school provide graphing calculators?  Do all students have the same questions on their tests?

Teacher asks for answers then discusses answers or waits for students to answer – all students write the final answer.  Do students use these sheets as a study guide?

Why is the television on?  “Down time” after the notebook check on Friday-is this the same in all AVID classes?

Does the teacher know that “Study Skills” is not the proper name for the resource class?

How often do the majority of the students work on their own?
I saw…..
Students working on homework and a warm-up.  Problems were on the board and in the text.  Walls were covered in examples.

Works samples placed on walls.  Students move into alternating seating pattern w/o verbal cues.  Students wait to take next test.  Quick Quiz/Word Wall.

Students raise hands to volunteer to read their essay.

Students taking a written exam.

All students had an open book.  Some students on different page in the book.

Read 180 

One student writing on essay.  CFU- teacher helping individual students.

I heard students…
Students did not ask questions when prompted.  Later one student asks for help.  The teacher used the overhead to help class work through problem.
Students engaged in off topic discussion.

Student stood and read his/her personal essay. Topic: “I want to be remembered after my death…”

All students complete questions on sheet.  Word matched to definition; student writes sentence demonstrating understanding. 
One student reading from a novel.  Some students answered teacher’s questions regarding the text.

Some students speaking into a microphone.  Some writing out answers in a work book.  Some students writing detail regarding text. Some students reading text/newspaper with a reading log.

I wonder…..
Are students understanding or just not asking?

While students post work, was there an assignment for the class?

What was the criteria for the essay?  What is the time investment compared to the standards covered?

How are the words chosen?

Is the focus of the lesson reading comprehension?

Wonder what kind of overall success we are seeing with this program?
