· Students being prompted for involvement 

· Students being asked questions

· Students working on vocabulary

· Students listening to instructions on different options for note-taking (Cornell, etc)

· Students focused, liking for answers  in notes to respond

· Students taking notes, teacher presenting from PowerPoint

· Students watching a demonstration on the outlining process (teacher can evaluate understanding of the text often if he checks notebooks)

· Students completing vocab assignment

· Students watching video, one student writing , turning pages in text
· Students with notes out on desk

· Students watching a video, taking notes, some students had note cards on desk

· Going over test, one student with book open

· Students listening to teacher review the answers on the test & the requirements for the notebook

· Students listening, taking notes, looking at textbook

· Students being prompted by the teacher to work through the understanding of a term

· Students watching a film, taking notes, very focused on the film
· Students watching film, several students taking notes

· Review tests, students being asked questions by the teacher, students responding, going over notebook

· Students engrossed in a history film (Auschwitz)

· Word wall, concepts on screen, students listening to the teacher explain the concepts, being responsive, attentive to teacher, students going up to the board
· Some students engaged, but no supplies (paper, pens) visible

· Students engaged, all had textbooks open

· Students watching a PowerPoint with the lecture and pictures in it 

· Students engaged, taking notes

· Students journal writing, making correction to grammar and punctuation on Elmo, students volunteering to make the corrections

· Students working on chapter vocab from a worksheet, making vocab cards

· Students without work out

· Students working on drawing project

· Students raising hands to answer what is symbolism, used fingers to show how much they knew the answer

· Students discussing the book in groups
